Oven Baked German Apple Pancake
• 3⁄4 cup flour
• 3⁄4 cup milk
• 3 eggs
• pinch of nutmeg
• 4 tablespoons butter
• 2 large Granny Smith apples, sliced thin
• powdered sugar
• syrup

Preheat oven to 425. Combine flour, milk eggs and nutmeg. Beat 
lightly and leave batter a little lumpy. Divide butter in two 9” 
pie plates and melt in oven. When very hot pour batter equally 
in each pan. Top with sliced apples and bake 15-18 minutes or 
until puffed and golden brown. Sprinkle with powdered sugar 
garnish with a pansy and serve with your favorite syrup.

Serves two. 

This is one of my favorite recipies and so very simple. I always 
put on the top rack in the oven and try not to open the door until 
they are ready. Now I have come to use a variety of fruits and 
sauces. My favorite now is fresh Mango sauce. Mmmm. Enjoy!
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
